1. The Start:
What can you tell me about your experience of coaching elite women's football with dates please? 

Would you say that it was professional in the sense that teams had kit, equipment and all-expense paid travel and accommodation?

What was the quality of football like? Professional, competitive, friendly? 

Was this the most professional atmposphere you’d worked in before then (what grounds did you use, for example, what were the crowds like)?

What did you know about women’s football in other countries at that time, can you give one or two impressions of the strongest teams and why they are the best?

Any documentation such as programmes to show how many you played and scored or clean sheets for goalkeepers etc? I will pay return postage and/ or photocopying expenses.
2. Next phase of your career:

4. Any post-playing career or dual career in coaching/ media etc? Finally, can you outline your move from player to coach and how that has worked out since? Why women's and not men's football as a coach?

I really appreciate your time. I am a Senior Research Fellow at the International Centre for Sports Hitory and Culutre DMU Leicester England. I have been writing on women's football since 1997 and am committed to increasing the profile of the women's game by writing academic papers, including two histories A Game for Rough Girls and A Beautiful Game. There has yet to be a history on professional women's soccer world-wide and that is what I am now trying to write.
